· Dave Ramini informed us about the communication he was having about water problems with the Mormon Church behind the houses on Flag.  They have agreed to remove the grass and place a French drain with gravel to help decrease run-off onto the backyards of the homeowners.

· Discussed property improvement along Centennial Blvd- next to the Mormon church and across Centennial from the Mormon church.

· The question was asked how much time does it take to approve landscape plans?

· The Board will make a decision and notify the owner as quickly as our work / life schedules allow.
