· June Minutes approved.
· 5510 Sample paint request generated proposed painting approval process upgrade.  Will post paint pallet on-line.

President’s Report:
· Discussed neighborhood complaints on 5540 Sample Way.  5540 Sample Way stores two trailers in backyard.  Trailers are not visible from sidewalk, however are easily visible from neighboring properties.  Unanimous board decision that trailers negatively impact overall neighborhood beauty and potential value of surrounding homes.  Warning letter will be sent to 5540 Sample Way for covenant 6.22.b violation.
· Discussed 5510 Sample Way weed problem.  Weeds have overgrown xeriscape in front of house.  A warning letter will be issued.

· 5465 Flag Way installment of attorney fees received on schedule.

· 5550 Flag Way trailer top issue resolved.

· Neighborhood complaints on fence maintenance discussed.  Several fences on Sample Way have fallen to disrepair and need to be re-stained.  Decided that fence owner is responsible for both sides of fence.  Warning letters will be sent to 5540 Sample Way, 5470 Sample Way and 5535 Sample Way.

· 5460 Sample Way deck stain and weed warning letter discussed.  No homeowner action taken on deck.  Insufficient homeowner action on weeds; still severe growth along side of house.  Fine letter for weeds will be sent if not resolved by 7/15.  Fine letter for deck will be sent if not resolved by 7/29.

· Discussed timeline for 5580 Flag Way completion of xeriscaping.  President will investigate further.
· Discussed homeowner complaints on large dead patches of grass at the common area on the SW corner of Mule deer and Sample Way.  Treasurer presented two options: 

1. Re-sod and improve irrigation - $825

2. Xeriscape - $1200


Decided unanticipated expenses this year have depleted cash reserves and we cannot move forward with repairs of this cost.  Treasurer will investigate less expensive alternatives.
