Old Business:

· None
New Business:
· HOA coordinated with county and resolved damaged Stop sign on Flag Way 
· HOA coordinated with county for street sweeping for Flag, Navin and Sample Way

· Motion made and unanimously passed for all HOA to membership correspondence to by via US mail or hand delivery.  Email correspondence will only occur upon the request of the receiving HOA member.

· Motion made and unanimously passed providing a seven day waiting period between the issuance of a Covenant Warning letter and Fine.  

Example: If a warning letter is sent on June 1st, the letter will explicitly require the 
issue addressed by June 7th or an identified fine amount will be levied.  On June 8th, if the issue is not resolved the fine is levied.  Note:  “Addressed” can include calling or emailing the board to request a waiver. 

· Request for 5520 Flag Way concrete repair by Jeff Beard is agreed to in principal.  Full authorization pending Jeff Beard supplying timeline for repair.

· Request for 5520 Flag Way paint using exterior Kwal colors Mesa Tan with trim Tuscany is approved.

· Reviewed option to outsource board functions to property management company.  Determined cost of $8000 per year would cause an unacceptable increase to HOA dues.

· HOA Taxes will be professionally done to avoid IRS complications.

· Will restart common Area water service by April 1st.

· All HOA dues received with exception of two members.  Fines have been sent.  Will be turned over to attorney in one month.

· Jeff Beard attended HOA open session.  He expressed concern on the yearly HOA Board membership vote.  Board stated the vote was offered during 11 Jan yearly meeting and advertised in letter sent with HOA dues notice.  No one in attendance requested a board seat.  Jeff relayed information of another Pinon Ranch neighbor’s desire to join the board.  During the January HOA meeting, this desire was expressed however, she stated she would be unable to dedicate the necessary time.  If the situation has changed, there are several open positions on the board and we welcome new additions.
