The meeting was called to order by Vince Maione, President of the HOA at 6:40 p.m. 
Old Business
·  Bank Statement reconciled as of June 30, 2010
· To date, all homeowners have paid their HOA dues.
· Minutes from the June 3, 2010 meeting were approved.
· We once again discussed purchasing an “entrance” sign for Pinon Ranch to sit on Flay Way and Sample Way.   We will not be  rushing this project and will make sure this works within our budget plans, probably for the 2011 year – still pending
· Pinon Ranch had their Community Garage Sale on Friday, June 11th and Saturday, June 12th.  We had about 15 homes participate in the garage sale over the two days.  If we continue with the Community Garage Sale, we will be sponsoring it every two years.  

· Christine Bauers received a quote from Tall Timbers Shrub and Tree service for the maintenance of the Common Area.  For the annual health care program which includes spraying of trees to keep from getting diseases and the upkeep will be $665.00 and the 2 year   term of pruining of said trees will be $800.00.  After discussion Vince will get two more quotes for the same services and he will present them at the next HOA meeting- July 22, 2010

·   Vince did receive two quotes for maintenance of the Common Area; Front Range Aborists, which quoted us $640.00.  This price includes cutting, spraying and lifting the trees.  The following year (2011) the cost for spraying the trees will be approximately $200.00.  Precision Tree and Turf  quoted us $1,095.00 for the same procedures.  The Board decided to go with Front Range Abrosits to maintain the Common Area with tree maintenance.

· We discussed in further detail the Pinon Ranch Annual Block Party to be held on August 14th.   The theme will be a Mexican fiesta with the Board supplying food (fajitas), hot dogs, drinks, paper products, table, chairs, bouncy house (donated usuage from homeowner in Pinon Ranch), etc.  Homeowners that will be coming will be asked to bring a dessert.  Flyers to be mailed no later than August 2nd and will have signs changed to reflect the new date of the picnic.

New Business:

· We still have the Vice President’s position and AAA still open as well.
Homeowners at 5565 Sample Way submitted two choices for a house color and trim color to be approved by the Board.  The Portabello (color from Sherwin Williams matched by Kwal) was approved as the house color and trim color as True/Pure white by Kwal.  An email will be sent to the homeowner of the approval..
· We will be sending out the following courtesy letters to homeowners for maintenance of the home:  two (2) for fence staining and five (5) for weeds.  The letter is a courtesy letter stating what HOA violation and to respond to Pinon Ranch HOA within 14 days of receiving their letter regarding how they will proceed to correct the violation and the timeframe.
