· On August 10, 2009 Colorado Springs had a horrific hail storm that left numerous homes in the area with hail and wind damage.  Since so many homes in the neighborhood are in need of roof repair, the AAA and HOA have determined that no letter is necessary from the homeowner to the AAA if they are replacing their roof with similar materials as they have now.  A letter is needed and an approval is needed ONLY if the homeowner is changing their roofing product to something completely new; i.e. tile, slate, etc.  If  the homeowner is in any doubt, they should contact the AAA for verification.
· It came to the Board’s attention that the fence along the church property is in need of staining.  On both sides.  We will check into who actually owns the fence; the homeowner or the church  More information to follow at the next meeting.
